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WEDDING POLICY FOR GLENCAIRN GARDEN
There is, perhaps, nothing more picturesque than a wedding set in a beautiful garden with flowers blooming all around, a pond beside you with a fountain whispering gently in the background and the sun shining gloriously on your special day. Gardens are ideal places for weddings, decorated by nature.
It is important for couples considering a marriage in the Garden to understand that the Garden is PUBLIC. Please be aware there may be circumstances beyond our control that could cause some inconveniences to your wedding ceremony. The entire Garden cannot be closed for a wedding, or any private function. The general visiting public is our priority. The Garden is available for ceremonies only. Receptions in the Garden are prohibited. A sign will be provided by the Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department to mark your wedding location and a staff member will be on duty during your event. We hope the following information will answer your questions. For additional information, please contact our office at (803)329-5620.

RESERVATIONS: To reserve a specific day, time, and garden venue, a member of the wedding party must come to the Parks, Recreation and Tourism Central Office at City Hall, Suite 390, complete the application and make the payment. The office is open Monday through Friday, 8:30am to 5:00pm. Reservations are made on a first-come, first-serve basis.  
A fee of $250.00 - $350.00, depending on venue, will be charged for all weddings. Out-of-county residents pay an additional $100. A $100 deposit will be required. The deposit will be refunded if the venue is left clean and damage free as determined by the staff member on duty. Payment is due the same day reservations are made. Weddings must be booked at least one month in advance. Written cancellation is required 30 days prior to date booked to be eligible for a full refund. The Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department does not offer alternate locations or rain dates in case of inclement weather. It is recommended that you have a back-up plan. A full refund will be made for inclement weather if staff determines your event cannot take place due to the weather. 
The Glencairn Garden Bigger House on Crest Street or the Glencairn Garden Learning Center on Edgemont Avenue are available to the bridal party only for an additional $75.00 per hour.  

Ceremonies should be kept as simple and low profile as possible. Events must conform to established Garden regulations. 
Rules and Regulations:

· The Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department does not furnish any accessories or chairs.
· Wedding activities are scheduled during April 1- December 1, excluding the week of “Come See Me”.
· Although weddings and wedding photographs are private affairs, couples, attendants, guests, and photographers must strive to conduct their ceremony and photographs in a manner that does not impact the general public’s enjoyment of the Garden. 

· The wedding party is responsible for cleaning the area following the wedding ceremony or photographs. Any trash generated by your party must be removed prior to your departure.

· Glencairn Garden is located in a residential neighborhood with narrow streets and limited parking; car-pooling is advised. Illegal parking is subject to tagging and towing at the owner’s expense.

· Event or directional signs are not allowed except for the sign provided by PRT to mark your wedding location and state that a wedding is in progress. It is suggested that you specify the exact location in your invitation and place an attendant there to guide your guests.

· Two hour maximum duration for set-up, photo session, wedding ceremony, and clean-up.
· Wedding activities are scheduled: Thursday through Sunday, 9:00 am – 30 minutes prior to sunset.
· Wedding activities are not permitted on legal holidays observed by the City of Rock Hill.
· Limited number of people including the wedding party can be accommodated for each location (see attachment).
· Vehicles permitted in parking spaces only.
· Tents, tables, altars, arbors, props, glass, balloons and decorations are not allowed in the Garden. No rice, birdseed, confetti or bubbles can be used in the Garden; however live flower petals are permitted provided they are picked up before leaving.

· All use of candles is prohibited in the Garden. 
· Chairs are only allowed at the S.C. Bank and Trust of the Piedmont Patio and the Veterans Garden venues.
· Acoustical music is always welcome at Glencairn Garden. String and wind instruments can add to the enjoyment of the day. Amplified sound is not allowed.
· We cannot restrict other Garden visitors nor block pathways during your ceremony, but your wedding venue will have a sign stating “Wedding in Progress”.

Above are the Glencairn Garden venues. Other venues in the garden may not be suitable due to safety issues and or property limitations.

S.C. Bank & Trust of the Piedmont Patio: Maximum of 40 people, 30 in chairs and 10 on seating wall.  Parking available on Crest Street. Chairs allowed on patio. Camellias bloom during fall and winter months, azaleas and bulbs bloom during spring months. White holiday lights surround the house from Thanksgiving to the first week of January. Handicap accessible. 
Fee: $250.00
Edgemont Shade & Water Garden: Maximum of 35 people. No chairs. Two benches available for six people seated.  Parking available on Edgemont Avenue.  Perennials and foliage. Best season spring through first frost, no annuals until danger of frost has passed. Fountains not operational during winter months (threat of freeze damage). Handicap accessible. Fee: $250.00
Charlotte Avenue Showcase Garden: Maximum of 25 people, 10 people on seating wall. No chairs. Parking available on Crest Street. Full sun, very limited use of annual flowers. Azaleas and bulbs bloom in spring. Red roses begin blooming in May until first frost. Daylilies bloom early to mid summer.  NO handicap access. Fee: $250.00 
Founders Federal Credit Union Relaxation Garden: Maximum 25 people, 10 on seating wall. No chairs. Parking available on Crest Street. Partial shade, annual flowers bloom year round. Azaleas and bulbs bloom in spring. NO handicap access. Fee: $250.00 
“Come See Me” Cascading Fountain: Maximum of 50 people, 30 people on seating wall.  Azaleas, dogwoods and bulbs bloom in spring.  Crepe myrtles bloom in summer. Autumn leaf display. Handicap accessible.  Fee: $350.00
Veterans Garden: (below wall) Maximum of 50 people, seating in swings, 40 on seating wall. Chairs allowed.  Parking available along Edgemont Avenue and The Glencairn Garden Learning Center parking lot. Azaleas and bulbs bloom through spring. Sporadic blooms through fall and no annual flowers. Handicap accessible. Fee: $350.00
Upper Fountain: Maximum of 50 people, seating in swings, 20 on seating wall. Chairs allowed.
Azaleas and various flowering trees bloom in early/mid spring. Gardenias, magnolias, crepe myrtles and ligustrum bloom in summer. Autumn leaf display. Handicap accessible.

Fee: $350.00
Lower Fountain: Maximum of 50 people, 20 on seating wall. Chairs allowed. Dogwoods, flowering fruit trees and azaleas bloom in early/mid spring. Magnolias and hydrangeas bloom in summer. Autumn leaf display. Handicap accessible. Fee: $350.00
Overlook Plaza: Maximum of 50 people, 30 on seating wall. Chairs allowed. Azaleas, dogwoods and bulbs bloom in spring. Crepe myrtles, roses, and fragrant abelia and daylilies bloom in summer. Late bulbs and autumn leaf display. Roses until first frost. Handicap accessible. Fee: $350.00
All bookings are subject to change by management due to new works, special events and any unforeseen circumstances. Glencairn Garden cannot guarantee the condition of the flowers or grass in the Garden and surroundings due to seasonal and climate changes. However, we are sure your ceremony and photographs taken at our Garden will provide a wonderful reminder of your wedding day.
We will notify you as soon as possible regarding any changes to your bookings. We suggest you visit the venue to select the site for your ceremony. Please advise our office if changes are sought after making a booking.
