WHEREAS, the College Town Action Plan also lays out policy directions regarding neighborhood improvement and business development for both the City and university to consider; and 
WHEREAS, The College Town Action Plan puts forth sixteen action step recommendations for the City of Rock Hill and Winthrop University;. 
NOW THEREFORE, the City of Rock Hill does hereby endorse the College Town Action Plan and does pledge its continued support for collaboration with Winthrop University to pursue the goals of the Plan and implement its recommendations.
