NOW THEREFORE, I, Doug Echols, Mayor of the City of Rock Hill, South Carolina, and the Rock Hill City Council do hereby proclaim the month of April 2011 as:

in Rock Hill, and urge all citizens to join in recognizing the right and opportunity for fair housing in the City of Rock Hill and throughout America.
