Restricted Parking on one side of Erinn Road
LOCATION:
Erinn Road (Pennington Place Townhome Association)
RECOMMENDATION:
Approval of No Parking on one side of Erinn Road
BACKGROUND:  
A request has been received from the Pennington Place Townhome Association to restrict parking on one side of Erinn Road – the central street within the development that connects all of the residences.  The HOA is primarily concerned about maintaining sufficient access for the provision of public services (fire, ambulance, trash, etc.) and site distance along this road – which they believe is impaired with residents routinely parking on both sides of the street.  

Please note that Public Works has conducted a site visit of the area and did indicate that there is some difficulty in trash trucks being able to perform their duties when vehicles are parked on both sides of the street.  Additionally, it should be noted that although there haven’t been any situations where emergency vehicles have encountered difficulty responding to a call for service, the Traffic Commission believes approving this request is an advisable decision.
Therefore, at its regular meeting of June 17, 2010, the Traffic Commission voted unanimously to recommend that parking being restricted on the side of Erinn Road that intersects with the townhouse units.  Attached for reference is a map of the Pennington Place Townhome Association. 
RECOMMENDATION:  The Traffic Commission recommends that the Rock Hill City Council approve the request to restrict parking on the side of Erinn Road that intersects with the entrance to the housing units.
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
